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WINERY ENEEN

Mahi means ‘Our work, our craft’ , which is the mantra for Mahi wines based in Marlborough, New Zealand.
It began life in 2001 when Brian and Nicola Bicknell decided to fulfill their dream of having their own winery.
He decided to make wines that reflected these differences more clearly and focused on producing
single—vineyard wines.

He adopts a very ‘hands off approach to his winemaking to allow the fruit to speak of their vineyard
characteristics. The styles tend to show not only varietal definition, but more textured complexity, rather

than the fruit—bomb style usually associated with the region.
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— Pinot Gris comes from on vineyard located just outside the
township of Ward in the Awatere Valley.

— A portion of this juice was barrel—fermented in older Frenc oak
to give greater weight

— The balance of the wine was fermented cool to retain the fruit
characters that come from this special vineyard
